BACKGROUND:

LightMedia Communications Limited understands that your privacy is important to you and
that you care about how your personal data is used and shared online. We respect and value
the privacy of everyone who visits this website, light-media.co.uk (“Our Site”) and will only
collect and use personal data in ways that are described here, and in a manner that is
consistent with Our obligations and your rights under the law.

1. Definitions and Interpretation
In this Policy, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

“Account” means an account required to access and/or use
certain areas and features of Our Site;

“Cookie” means a small text file placed on your computer or
device by Our Site when you visit certain parts of Our
Site and/or when you use certain features of Our Site.

What Does This Policy Cover?

All personal data is processed and stored securely, for no longer than is
necessary in light of the reason(s) for which it was first collected. We will
comply with Our obligations and safeguard your rights under GDPR at all
times.

Our use of your personal data will always have a lawful basis, either because
it is necessary for Our performance of a contract with you, because you have
consented to Our use of your personal data (e.g. by subscribing to emails), or
because it is in Our legitimate interests.

Steps We take to secure and protect your data include:

These Cookies are not integral to the functioning of
Our Site and your use and experience of Our Site will not be impaired by
refusing consent to them.

Cookie Law.
